Cash You Will Need

· Try to bring clean, new style bills
· To repeat what I’ve said on one of my other emails, I will attempt to obtain a bunch of Egyptian pounds for everyone. However, you should plan on bringing a good supply of dollar bills for Backshish while in Egypt.
· Visas. Everything I have seen says to get your visa upon arrival. There is an Egyptian consulate in downtown Chicago, if you are so inclined. For Tanzania, you’ll need to mail your passports to their embassy in Washington. Same for Kenya, although they do have a consulate in LA & NY. There are also expediting services (CIBT is one I have used) that will handle all of the logistics…but they will charge around $50 per visa plus all sorts of other fees. So, I suggest you bring: 
Egypt $25 – bought from bank exchange booths before passport control

Kenya $25

Tanzania $100 (two 50s)

Getting a Visa in Egypt is a very simple procedure. Make sure you find the visa window and get your visa before you go to the immigration window. You have to buy the visa first. 

 Basically when you get off the plane and prior to getting to immigration you will see a series of money changers. Go to any money changer, pay the required fee and you will get the stamp to place in your passport. Then proceed to immigration.

· Airport Departure Taxes. The best I can tell departure taxes are included in the ticket price for CAI-NBO and NBO-ORD. However, for the charter flights, for each person:

Exact change (for the total for your family) will make life easier.

· In Egypt, be prepared to tip as you would anywhere else, i.e., housekeeping, bellmen, airport porters ($1/bag). Also:

· $6 for your driver from the Cairo airport to the hotel.
· $25 per person for the cruise ship staff (servers, maitre d’, etc.)  We’ll figure out who to give that to once we’re onboard. Additionally, you will probably want to tip your cabin steward separately.

· On safari, all tips will be covered except:

· Your Butler. You will (probably) have a butler at each camp. Depending on the services requested/provided, be prepared to tip $5-10/day/pp
